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We hope that the Committee will question all states on their progress towards eliminating all corporal punishment of children, and make recommendations that states parties prohibit corporal punishment in the home, schools, the juvenile justice system and other institutions and forms of childcare, and support this with appropriate public education and professional training on positive, non-violent forms of discipline.

MONACO (initial report – E/1990/5/Add.64)

Corporal punishment is lawful in the home. Children below the age of 15 are legally protected from violence by articles 243 to 246 of the Criminal Code.

Corporal punishment is apparently prohibited in schools but there is no explicit prohibition in legislation. In the penal system, corporal punishment is unlawful as a sentence for crime but there is no explicit prohibition of its use as a disciplinary measure in penal institutions and in other institutions and forms of childcare.

In its concluding observations on the State party’s initial report in 2001, the Committee on the Rights of the Child expressed concern that corporal punishment is not prohibited by law and recommended that the State party “prohibit the practice of corporal punishment in the family and conduct information campaigns targeting, among others, parents, children, law enforcement and judicial officials and teachers, explaining children’s rights in this regard and encouraging the use of alternative forms of discipline in a manner consistent with the child’s human dignity and in conformity with the Convention, especially articles 19 and 28.2” (CRC/C/15/Add.158, para. 27).
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
