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CPTI has no evidence to suggest that conscientious objection to military service might become an important human rights issue in Cameroon in the near future. 

To the best of our knowledge there has never been obligatory military service in the country.

The volunteer armed forces have a total strength of just over 14,000,
  as compared with something over 200,000 young men reaching “militarily significant” age annually.
   

Of course Cameroonians are no less entitled to have or develop conscientious objections to military service than anyone else.; were an instance to arise that a member of the armed forces felt obliged to seek release on such grounds, it is hoped that such a request would be treated sympathetically.

However the likelihood of any actual instances cases arising in the foreseeable future  is extremely slight, and CPTI does not therefore suggest that this question be raised in the list of issues.
