Participation of the Russian Federation in international development
assistance

Legal basis.

Current legislation of the Russian Federation does not provide for the term
“official development assistance” (ODA), which is not contained in either the
Budget Code of the Russian Federation or in other federal laws and the Federal
budget. Absence in legislation of precise criteria for “providing development
assistance” does not allow executive bodies to render ODA.

At the same time existing legislation of the Russian Federation provides for
realization at the cost of Federal budget of certain expenses, which may relate to
development assistance. These are provisions of budget classification, that provide
for expenditures at the cost of Federal budget under specific item of expenditure
030 “International cooperation”, defining such expenses as “Economic and
humanitarian aid to other States”, “Humanitarian financial aid to other States”,
“Contributions to international organizations”.

Besides, taking into account the goals, for which the assets are spent,
identical or close in meaning to the expenses on development assistance can be
considered the following: “Providing for realization of agreements with foreign
governments and organizations”, “Providing for execution of provisions, contained
in agreements with international financial institutions”, “Execution of
intergovernmental agreements within the Commonwealth of Independent States
(CIS)”, etc.

External debt reduction (writing off external debt of developing countries)
constitutes an important form of development assistance. Mentioned expenditures
are carried out within the framework of management of the financial resources in

the Russian Federation.



Bilateral technical assistance and technical aid.

In 2003-2004 Russian Federation rendered ODA in the form of grants, lax
credits and technical assistance on bilateral basis in a small amount without
including them into the report on execution of the budget as a separate item.

Russian Ministry of Finance works on elaboration of accounting system for
ODA, rendered by the Russian Federation to foreign States on bilateral and

multilateral bases in accordance with international standards.

Contributions to international organizations.

Contributions to organizations of the UN system, considered to be
development assistance, in 2003 amounted to approximately 30 million USD, in
2004 — approximately 23-24 million USD. Extent of Russian assistance, provided
on multilateral basis without taking into account organizations other than United
Nations, amounted to 22.7 million USD.

In whole, participation of the Russian Federation in multilateral development
assistance through international financial institutions and some organizations of the
UN system, in 2003 amounted to 47 million USD, in 2004 — to 46.5 million USD.

Federal budget for 2005 provides for allocations to mentioned expenditures
at the rate of about 75 million USD, in particular, for the first time it provides for
financial assistance to the CIS countries in the amount of 2.5 USD. In the
prospective financial plan for 2006-2008 expenditures of the Federal budget for
development assistance may reach in 2006 — 120 million USD, in 2007 — 150
USD, in 2008 — 180 million USD (strengthening of rendered assistance is
supposed to be achieved by means of increasing assistance to CIS countries and
assistance in emergency situations as well as increasing the extent of contributions
to international organizations and initiatives).

The most significant international financial initiatives with the participation

of the Russian Federation are:
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contributions in 2002-2006 to the Global Fund on combating HIV/AIDS,
tuberculoses and malaria in the amount of 20 million USD (by now 10
million USD have been paid out);
contributions in 2003-2004 in the framework of the 11-th, 12-th and 13-th
raise of the International Development Association capital — 9.8 million
SDR -Special Drawing Rights (14,8 million USD); whereby participation of
Russia in the 13-th raise of the capital of IDA in 2003-2011 amounts to 20
million SDR, and contribution to the 14-th raise of IDA capital in 2006-2014
— 40 million SDR.
contribution in 2003-2005 to the realization of the Global initiative on
liquidation of poliomyelitis in the amount of 8 million USD (by now 5
million USD have been paid out);
participation in 2005-2006 in additional financing of Trust Fund of HIPC
initiative in the amount of 15 million USD (at present amount of our
participation in the Fund constitutes 10 million USD);
contributions on a regular basis to the fund of the United Nations World
Food Programme, beginning from 2005 Russian contribution will amount to
11 million USD;
contributions to the UNHCR budget in 2003, 2005, which amounted to 4
million USD;
participation since 2004 in financing regional group of the type of Financial
Agencies Task Force, created for CIS countries (1 million USD in 2004);
rendering emergency humanitarian aid to South-Asian countries, suffered
from the consequences of the earthquake and tsunami in the amount of 22
million USD, including by means of cooperation with international
organizations, such as World Health Organization (WHO) and United
Nations International Children's Emergency Fund (UNICEF) — 10 million
USD, and 12 million USD on bilateral basis;
participation of Russia in International Monetary Fund (IMF) programme on

providing emergency aid to developing countries, which suffered from
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natural disasters, by means of making voluntary contributions in the amount
of 1.5 million USD for reinforcement of subvention account, opened within
this programme;

- inJanuary 2005 the Russian Federation made its last annual contribution (85
thousand USD) for financing IMF programme aimed at creation of African
Technical Aid Centers (AFRITAC). Total amount of Russian contribution,
paid out in 2003-2005 constitutes 250 thousand USD.

External debt reduction.

Significant amount of development aid is provided by the Russian
Federation at the expense of writing off external debt of developing countries,
first of all, states-beneficiaries of the HIPC Initiative, in which the Russian
Federation has been participating since 1997.

At present 14 states-beneficiaries of the HIPC Initiative are debtors of the
Russian Federation. Their total indebtedness of these countries amounts to
15 billion USD.

In the period from 1996 to 2004 Russia wrote off the debts of poor African
countries at par for the sum of 14.89 billion USD (including the so called
“initial discount” (relief), which was rendered to indebted countries by the
Russian Federation at the time of its entry to the Paris Club of Creditors for
evening up the Russian position in comparison with other members of the
Club). Besides, writing off of the debt within the HIPC Initiative amounted to
2.25 billion USD. Indebtedness of poor countries like Burkina-Faso and Benin
was completely written off. Among states-creditors of the Paris Club Russian
Federation is the 6-th in size donor judging by the extent of participation in the
HIPC Initiative.

According to the IMF methodology to assess contribution in terms of
established cost the contribution of Russia to the HIPC Initiative in 2003

constitutes 0.927 billion USD. Participation of Japan was assessed at 2.12
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billion USD, France, Germany and USA — at 2.07, 1.54 and 1.44 billion USD
(correspondingly). Contributions of Italy and the United Kingdom are
comparable to those of Russia and constitute 1.11 and 0.81 billion USD. The
Russian Federation is considering the opportunity of 100 per cent writing off
the external debt of states-beneficiaries of the HIPC, which will increase
financial assistance, granted by other G 8 countries by 750 million USD.

The majority of G 8 countries stand for the broadening of the HIPC Initiative
with the aim of additional alleviation of indebtedness of the poorest countries.
In case these proposals are accepted and appropriate rules are changed, Russia
will have to write off additionally more than 1 billion USD of foreign debt of

the poorest countries, including that of Angola, Nigeria and Equatorial Guinea.

Preferences in trade.

Besides monetary contributions and writing off indebtedness, preferences in
trade with developing countries are considered to be another important form of
assistance to development. Russia grants to developing countries significant
tariff preferences: the bulk of goods, originating from developing countries, are
imported into Russia with preferential customs duties, which amount to 75 per
cent of the basic rate. Goods from the poorest countries are being imported duty
free. Quantitative limitations as well as anti-dumping investigations are not
being applied in relation to the goods of the poorest countries. The volume of
preferential import from developing to Russia in 2003 amounted to at least 5
billion USD, and the extent of preferences, provided to them is valued at

approximately 80 million USD.
