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Information required: national frameworks on human rights of persons with disabilites

Following the OHCHR request for information on national frameworks for the promotion and protection of the human rights of persons with disabilities, the French Human Rights Commission would like to inform you that France has not yet ratified the Convention on the rights of persons with disability and as a result has not yet implemented article 33 of the Convention. 


A working group made up of experts on disability issues of the French Human Rights Commission is currently examining the nature, structure and mandate of such mechanisms, and trying to identify adequate structures in the institutional architecture to comply with article 33 paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of the Convention. An opinion with concrete recommendations will be adopted by the French Commission mid-November, and will be forwarded to the OHCHR for information. 
We will forward you in due course the conclusions and recommandations made in the opinion.
