Iranian Islamic Human Rights Commission
Introduction:
It is essential to pay attention that Iran’s Parliament on International Day for Persons with Disabilities on December 2008 approved Iran’s accession law to Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. However, it is not obvious that why it is not declared to United Nations and Iran’s name is not at the list of countries accessed to this convention yet. It is passing several months that the Iran’s accession law to Convention has been enforced, although no action for its implementation is reported from related organizations. So, in replying to the following questions this necessary point must be looked.
Answer to Question One: 
Two organizations in Iran are responsible for affairs of Persons with Disabilities. The affairs of Persons with disabilities due to war are related to “ Martyr Foundation and Self-sacrifiser Affairs” and the affairs of persons with disabilities due to events and diseases are related to “  State Welfare Organization “ which is subsidiary of Welfare Ministry. At Iran’s accession law to Convention which mentioned in introduction, these two organizations are introduced as national bodies (subject of Article 33 of Convention).
Answer to Question Two: 
According to the matter that it is passed more than 9 months from approval of Iran’s accession law to Convention, it is not announced to UN yet and naturally, no clear formal mechanisms have been introduced for its implementation and it has only been seen that some studies have been conducted in related bodies (Martyr Foundation and Self-Sacrifiser Affairs and State Welfare Organization) for creation of such mechanisms.

Answer to Question Three:

As it was noted in second question, still governmental authorities do not offer any clear measures in this regard. But as you know, since Iranian Islamic Human Rights is the only Iranian independent national human right institution which is based on the Paris Principle, it has always tried to implement this convention. In this regard, IHRC has held training sessions in all over the countries. It has also translated the book “Child-friendly Text UN Disability Convention (UNICEF, The Victor Pineda Foundation)” into Persian with the cooperation of an active NGO (Bavar Association) in this area. IHRC has also translated “From Exclusive to Equality: Realizing the rights of Persons with disabilities” published by the UN High Commissioner for Human Rights. Moreover, the legal and follow-up department of the commission always survey and pursue the reports regarding the violence of rights of Persons with disabilities. 

Answer to Question Four:

The activities of civil associations for disabled people in Iran are very remarkable and it can be said that among all active Iranian NGOs in different fields, the bodies related to the disabled people are among the pioneering institutions. Disabled people associations in Iran have an important role in the process of approving the Iran’s accession law to convention. They also seek for the implementation of the convention. It should be mentioned that other bodies such as municipalities have also some movements in this regard.                
Answer to Question Five: 
There are no independent officials in Iran who pursue this matter. Governmental Authorities have certain duties and attempts in accomplishing “Comprehensive law of protection of Persons with disabilities”. Also, in civil society, as mentioned before, there are different active NGOs both in implementing of “comprehensive law of protection of Persons with disabilities” and in pursuing Iran’s accession law to Convention accurately. Iranian Islamic Human Rights Commission as unique independent national body in Iran notices to rights of Persons with disabilities besides 15 items of human rights and has done different actions and each received reports of misuse, violence, and exploitation of Persons with disabilities is pursued. Also, in Iran’s Parliament there is Fraction on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities that has had activities in legislation and monitoring scales.
