LOGISTICAL INFORMATION NOTE
Date and venue

1. The consultation will take place on 5 – 6 October 2009 at the United Nations Office at Geneva, in Palais des Nations, Room XVIII, Geneva, Switzerland. Both days the consultation will start at 10.00 hrs and end at 18.00 hrs, with a two hour break from 13.00-15.00 hrs.
Registration and Accreditation
2. Participants must register with the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights by 1 September at the latest. In order to register, a complete version of the registration form (attached) has to be faxed or e-mailed to the OHCHR. The electronic mail address for registration is: registry@ohchr.org. Please also copy lwendland@ohchr.org, stripodi@ohchr.org and isevin@ohchr.org. The fax number is: 41 22 817 90 08. OHCHR will then accredit each representative in time for the meeting. 
3. The Prégny Gate (map below) is the main entrance to the Palais des Nations, where the event will be held.  The accreditation office in the Pregny Gate building will be open from 08:00 to 17:00 hrs (non-stop). 
4. Once accredited, security will provide participants with a badge which will enable them to enter the UN compound – the Palais des Nations.
5. Please go to the Prégny Gate as early as possible with your conference registration form and documents (Passport or National ID depending on which was used for registration). All participants will go through security clearance upon arrival and the process can take some time. (Please be aware clearance can take more than 30 minutes some days). 
Visas
6. Visitors of some nationalities, but not all entrants to Switzerland will require a valid passport and visa.  Participants are encouraged to speak with their travel agent prior to departure. Kindly note that OHCHR will not arrange visas for participants. However, OHCHR will provide a letter of invitation to facilitate visa applications. Please request a letter of invitation as early as possible from Isabelle Sevin on isevin@ohchr.org. Passport number and expiry date must be provided.
Directions to the Palais des Nations

7. Four maps of Geneva are attached to this note.  The third map indicates the location of the Palais des Nations and the fourth map outlines the Palais des Nations compound in detail, including where to enter (through the Pregny Gate).  The meeting will be held in Room XVIII which is in the main Palais des Nations building.  

8. Participants enter the Palais des Nations through the public entrance to the Palais known as the Pregny Gate, at 14 Avenue de la Paix.  After passing the security and registration desk, participants will head to Building E, where room XVIII is located. Building E is accessed through Doors 39, 40 and 41. For reference, see the fourth map attached below. 

9. Badges should be worn at all times.
Transport 
10. The Place des Nations (“Nations” stop) and Prégny Gate (“Appia” stop) entrances of the Palais are served by a number of tram and bus lines. The Place des Nations entrance, however is only for staff or delegates with a badge, valid identity document and accompanied by a staff member and who are not carrying luggage (laptops, rucksacks and hand bags are permitted). It is about a 500 meters walk uphill from the Place des Nations entrance to the Prégny entrance. 
Buses 5, 8, F, V, Z stop at both “Nations” and “Appia”.

Buses 11, 22 and trams 13, 15 stop at “Nations”. 

11. Free travel from the airport: free tickets for public transport are available from a machine in the baggage collection area (on the left hand side just before passing customs) at Geneva International Airport (Press release GIA). This Unireso ticket allows you free use of public transport in Geneva for a period of 80 minutes. In the event of a ticket inspection on the Transports Publics Genevois, CFF (Swiss Railways) or Mouettes Genevoises (municipal ferries), anyone holding this type of ticket may be asked to show their airline ticket. If you are staying at a hotel the establishment will offer you a “Geneva Transport Card”, which allows you to use public transport in Geneva free of charge during the period of your stay. (More information is available from Genève Tourisme or the establishment concerned).
Bus 28 goes from the airport to the Pregny Gate entrance (“Appia” stop), as well as to the Place des Nations (“Nations” stop).
12. In Geneva, public-transport tickets (TPG) must be purchased prior to boarding a tram, bus or ferry. Ticket machines are available at most stops. Travel cards or passes can be purchased at the main TPG centres (Rive, Cornavin and Bachet de Pesay) and at newsstands (including at the “Naville” kiosk in the Palais). Please note tickets are not available on the bus itself. More information on Geneva public transport, including maps and timetables, is available at the websites of Transports publics genevois, TPG (Geneva Public Transport) and the regional public transport network Unireso: http://www.tpg.ch/  or http://www.unireso.ch/
Personal luggage
13. You may bring into the Palais only the type of luggage that is normally considered as carry-on luggage by airline companies e.g. computer bags, rucksacks and hand bags. Should you have large luggage, after you have received your identity badge, the luggage will be stored for you by the Security service if sufficient space is available. 

Making telephone calls in the Palais des Nations 

14. All internal telephone numbers start with 7 and are followed by four digits. To make local Geneva calls, dial 0, followed by the prefix 022. For other national or international calls, public telephones are at your disposal in the main foyers of the Palais. These accept prepaid cards and credit cards. 

Accommodation arrangements

15. Hotels in Geneva are expensive and also relatively few hotels are close to the Palais des Nations. However, there are efficient public transport services running between most hotels and the Palais.  
16. The first six hotels are located close to the airport and the others in central Geneva, however not very close to the United Nations:
