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According to the National AIDS Plan (NAP) 2002-2006, it was found that NAP 2002-2006 mentioned very little about human rights, unclearly and subjectively.  But the national programmes for HIV/AIDS prevention and alleviation have been implemented throughout the country for all the people who HIV-infected and not HIV-infected, men and women in every stage of life, even the babies.  They are for instant as the following;


Treatment and care:

1. Antiretroviral drugs accessibility

One of the strategies in NAP 2002-2006 aimed to provide health services and social welfare for AIDS prevention and alleviation by encourage the HIV-infected people, those who affected by AIDS, and vulnerable people to equally access to health services which were standard, thorough and fair.  Main point is to make firm understanding that health is the basic rights and not help.  This is also the important aspect in the philosophy of Thailand’s principal policy of Universal Health Coverage.  In this regard, the treatment and care programmes are provided for all the eligible HIV-infected people and AIDS patients.  All Thai citizen, men or women in every status and every age of life have the rights to access to Antiretroviral treatment and social welfares.  
2. Social support     
More than 2 decades, Thailand face with AIDS epidemic and its impact.  There must be continuous qualitative process in following-up and supporting the affected children who were affected by AIDS including how to enable them to continue study without discrimination and mentally the children and family.  In this regard, in 2005 the government initiated supporting program by providing the scholarship, 128 USD each, for 1,010 children who were affected by AIDS.  The program will be expanded to 8,000 affected children in 2006. 

Prevention:

1. Prevention has been recognized as one of the most essential strategy in national AIDS Plan since the very beginning of epidemic until now.  The core issues of prevention strategy are widely referred to all vulnerable population and to general one.  
2. Prevention Mother to Child Transmission Programe has been developed to mitigate the problem in families with HIV particularly pregnant women, mothers and their babies.  The programme  provide voluntary counseling and testing, short course ARV regimen, along with AZT syrup and substitute feeding for their babies.  
For the next national plan named National Strategic Plan for HIV Prevention and Alleviation of the Problems arising from HIV and AIDS, covering the period from 2007 to 2011 and integrating into the National Social and Economical Development Plan, is proposed that at the end of the Plan, the situation would be improved as follow:

1. People conduct, and are able to, have safe sex in order to prevent themselves from HIV infection through specific approach for each target group under the responsibility of each relevant agency,

2. People living with HIV infection and AIDS have good quality of life and are able to live normally in the community, and,

3. Community has values and enabling environment for safe sex, and accepts People living with HIV infection and AIDS to live normally together in the community.

The national plan comprises of 4 main strategies which management, implementation, 
human rights protection, and monitoring, evaluation and research, are incorporated into all relevant partners at national, provincial, and community levels.  Human rights protection in the aspect of HIV and AIDS strategy will be crucial means to study and review the practice, policy and law that still violate or discriminate the infected/AIDS patients or those affected from AIDS every year, to promote the knowledge and understanding on human rights, building the network of right protection and mechanisms in every level, promote access to ART, encourage and promote gender equality and empowerment, and rights protection.
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
