Since there is no fund allocation from U.N. specially for the national or ethnic, religious and linguistic minorities 
Human Rights Congress for Bangladesh Minorities (HRCBM) –Dhaka Bangladesh and HBCUC think it appropriate to suggest for protection and promotion of the Minorities in general as the funds allotted to States are not utilized in accordance with criteria indicated.  Due to racial discrimination funds allocated to States are not distributed properly and equitably. There should be criteria in respect of allocation of funds for the minorities; otherwise the objectivity of allocation of funds will be in jeopardy. As such HRCBM and Bangladesh Hindu Buddhist and Christian Unity Council suggest to:
1. Provide funding to the raped minority victims for their rehabilitation in the society.

2. Provide funding to the children victims for their food, education, shelter, medical support in Orphanages.
3. UN should allocate funds for sustainable development of national or ethnic, religious and linguistic minorities.
4. UNDP should provide funds for rehabilitation of minority victims in the society.

5. All UN agency should provide logistic support to the minorities 
In respect of education, training and legal affairs to get justice

because of discrimination and religious racial profiling.

6. UN should open a Cell in all participating countries of the world  and provide them funding to involve and support of all minorities
