Thank You Mr.Chairperson,
My Name is J.Suresh and I represent the Human Rights Lawyers Forum from India. Our Organization works for the promotion of Human Rights of Minorities.

For Government of India
1. We request the Government of India to introduce the Human Rights as an compulsory subject at secondary school level and to implement it.

2. We request the Government of India  under the Article 2 of United Nations Declaration of Minorities to persuade the to change  the discriminatory law against the Dalit Christians and make necessary provisions in the Constitution  for the legitimate demand of Dalit Christians.

3. We request the Government of India to participate in the sessions of the Working Group on Minorities, with a view to sharing information about possible solutions to situations involving minorities, and contributing to the discussions on the annual themes. 

FOR WORKING GROUP ON MINORITIES
1. We urge the Working Group on Minorities Under Article 9 of United Nations Declaration of Minorities, to encourage the UNDP and other specialized Agencies like UNESCO, UNICEF, ILO, WHO, etc. in India to reorient their projects and policies to protect the Human Rights and Minority rights. This would help to focus attention on the Rights of Dalits and other Minorities, to improve their   socio-economic conditions in the light of latest UNDP policy guidelines and to uplift those people from their down-trodden life. The problem of Dalits, like any other deprived people, should be studied in an integrated manner including human rights, ecology and sustainable development. from their down-trodden life.

2. We request the Commission should undertake a study on discrimination and discriminatory practices based on untouchability and the caste system and its manifestations in contemporary forms of slavery in the South Asian Region.

3. We urge the Working Group on Minorities, to enhance the participation of minority representatives a voluntary trust fund should be established would facilitate the participation of representatives of different minority groups to raise there voice in  the U.N. Forum.
4. We urge the Working Group to recommend the appointment of a Special Representative of the Secretary-General on minorities. 
5. We urge the Working Group to conduct various regional seminars especially in South Asia so that More N.G.O s can participate and it could be an one mechanism for the broad working of the Working Group and also it will encourage the promotion of regional understanding and cooperation.
6. To recommend that the Sub-Commission adopts a resolution and drafts a decision for the Commission , recommending the launch of a United Nations Year for Minorities to raise awareness of minority issues globally and to strengthen international cooperation in promoting solutions to problems involving minorities.
