But in 1988, Bangladesh parliament announced that Bangladesh are an Islamic country. As results, the right of Bangladeshi other religions became 2nd class citizens. After wards we were tortured day by day. Basically we are facing the problems from Islamic fundamentalists. Killing, rape of women, physical torture, kidnappings, forcible occupation of properties, eviction of religious minorities, demolitions of deities temples, Monastic, Churches etc. are not new and irregular.

The government of Bangladesh always saying that equal right of all religious in Bangladesh, but in the reality it is not. We are always victims by fundamentalists.

The fundamentalists are increasing day by day in Bangladesh. We live in Bangladesh with fear. Any movement is dangerous for all kind of religious minorities.
