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Corrigendum

Paragraph 23 should be read as follows:

23.
Under the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change, the United Nations Climate Change Conference comprising the fifteenth session of the Conference of the Parties and the fifth session of the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Kyoto Protocol, was held in Copenhagen in December 2009. The Conference of the Parties adopted a decision (Decision 2/CP.15) in which it took note of the Copenhagen Accord of 18 December 2009, by which the States listed as agreeing to the Accord (a) agreed "that deep cuts in global emissions are required ... with a view to reduce global emissions so as to hold the increase in global temperature below 2 degrees Celsius, and take action to meet this objective consistent with science and on the basis of equity"; and (b) agreed to a collective commitment by developed countries to provide new and additional resources approaching $30 billion for the period 2010–2012, and $100 billion dollars a year by 2020 to address the needs of developing countries.
